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Submitted papers must not have been previously published or accepted for publication. Failure to be consistent with the scope of the journal, to meet the submission and copyright requirements, as well as a negative review to the submitted paper may result in rejection of a paper. Papers in English are given priority when handling by the Editorial Board. 
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The way to title the files sent to the journal:

A file with the manuscript should be titled as follows: Authors’ last name_article; 
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a file with a review scan - Authors’last name_review; 
Submission guidelines for manuscripts:
1. A manuscript must be created in a Microsoft Word format (doc, docx), using Times New Roman 14-point font, single-spaced.
2. The maximum length of a paper is 20,000 characters (including spaces), or 7-10 A4 pages (including tables, graphs, and references).

3. References (10 entries and more) must be placed at the end of your paper in the alphabetical order. Throughout the paper, the references (author’s last name, the year of publication and the page number separated by comma) are to be given in square brackets at the exact point in your document where you refer to someone else’s work. The examples of references:

In-text reference: [10, P. 81]. 

End-reference: 10. Berdyaev N. A. Sense of History. М.: Mysl’, 1990. 175 p.
4. Self-citing must not exceed 25% of the references. 
5. You can see a paper layout in Appendix 3. 
Do not use footnotes for reference, except for documents or web sites with no author.
6. The paper can include up to six figures. No bulky labels are allowed in figures, instead use letters or numbers to designate parts of the figure and explain them in the legend to the figure.

7. When referring to a grant throughout the paper, please include relevant funding information such as funding agencies, the grant title and its number in «Acknowledgements».
Papers are reviewed by independent experts in the subject appointed by the Editorial Board. Upon completion of the reviewing process, an author receives a copy of the manuscript with a reviewer’s comments. When deciding on publishing a paper, the Editorial Board considers the date of receiving the final copy of the paper.

Information about the author
Send the information about the author (See Appendix 1) as a separate file when submitting the manuscript.
External review. Comments of an external reviewer – a PhD (Doctor of Sciences) degree holder in the relevant subject - are sent in a separate file, attested by a reviewer’s signature and the stamp of the reviewer’s institution. Articles written by PhD (Doctor of Sciences) degree holders do not need an external review for their manuscripts.
