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Abstract. Introduction. In preschool years, one of the main centers for the formation of
a child's self-esteem is the family. At the same time, the socio-psychological factors of
the family can lead to violations in the behavior of children and even to negative phenom-
ena in the formation of their self-esteem. Nevertheless, quite often, when analyzing the
reasons for the formation of a child's low self-esteem, the factor of the family environment
is underestimated. The purpose of the work: to reveal the level of self-esteem of children
of senior preschool age and to clarify the dependence of its formation on family condi-
tions.

The
formation of self-esteem directly depends on the composition of the family and parent-
child relationships. It is noted that a low level of self-esteem correlates with living in an
incomplete family with a parental attitude in the form of a “little loser” style and author-
itarian hypersocialization. The formation of an overestimated or adequate level of self-
esteem in senior preschool age is facilitated by a complete family with the acceptance of
a child, cooperation, or symbiosis (to a lesser extent) as a parental relationship to a pre-
schooler.
